2. Definition:

A „Drift-Challenge“ is a „Driving Technique Event“ on a closed circuit with individual start. The aim of this motorsports-discipline is the best possible control of the vehicle. The technical skills in controlling the car will be awarded with points by a jury of experts. Additionally the lap-time will be taken to determine the speed of the drifts. This time will be converted into „speed-points“ which will be added to the points awarded by the jury. The winning driver is therefore the one showing the best driving-skills in combination with speed following the jury’s criteria (see 13 „Judging of drifting“).

3. Sporting-Code:

The DCA and its events are held in conformity with the national sporting-code of the OSK and the following special regulations. These are valid for the whole championship. In addition there will be so called „implementing regulations“ (data-sheets) for each single event, which will be announced separately. 

4. Surface of the tracks:

The DCA-events are held on closed, secured circuits, exclusively on watered tarmac/concrete with different levels of grip. As the tracks are exclusively within driving-skills-trainings-centers of the OEAMTC, the track may also use such parts used for driving-skills-improvement including its slide-surfaces. These especially slippery areas will be marked with a sign „Slip“. See also appendix „Signing of the track“.
5. Running of the events (all of them are lastkng two days each)

Day 1 = „Practice day“:
Day 2 = „Competition day“:

- scrutineering of documents and scrutineering
- warm-up

- practice (recce)
- qualifying

- jury-briefing & drivers’-briefing
- 2 legs


- prize-giving

6. Entries:

a) Entries for a single event:

In principle each competitor may enter each single of the four events (but the number of such entries is strictly limited, see b) and c). In such case the entry-fee is € 200,- incl. VAT for each event. 

b) Entries for the whole series:

Competitors entering the whole series „DUNLOP Drift Challenge Austria 2011“ enjoy the following privileges:

- guaranteed entry (= same competition-number) at all four events

- financial advantage: Instead of € 800,- only € 700,- incl. VAT!

These privileges are only open to those whose entry is received until March 31st 2011 at the latest. The entire entry-fee must have been received until scrutineering of documents at the first event (= DC-Saalfelden). In exchange for receiving the mentioned privileges the drivers guarantee their participation in the entire DCA-series. 

c) Difference between entries for a single event and for the whole series

The number of entries for each single event is limited for organizational reasons. The organizers therefore keep the privilege to refuse entries (see d, last paragraph). Competitors having entered for the whole series are confirmed entries for all events. Therefore only a certain number of single entries for each single event will be accepted by the organizers. 

d) About entries in general

An entry consists of three parts: The entry-form itself (for the organizers), the driver’s data-sheet (for the speaker and the press) and vehicle-data-sheet (for the scrutineers). An entry will only be considered valid, when all three forms – duly filled in – will be in the hands of the organizers.

Entries will only be accepted if the entry-fee is paid. The organisers reserve the right in conformity with the sporting-code to refuse entries without giving reason. In such cases the entry-fee will be returned. 

Entries can only be made if either a permanently functional email-address or a fax-number is mentioned. Confirmations of entry will be sent to the resp. email-address/resp. fax-number after entries have finally closed. Confirmations of entry will under no circumstances be sent by ordinary mail. 

e) Withdrawals

In conformity with the sporting-code it’s the competitor’s duty to withdraw an entry if he/she is unable to participate. Withdrawals have to be received by the organizers at least three days before the respective event at the latest. Failing to do so will be dealt with by the stewards.

The organizers reserve the right to cancel an event if less than 20 entries were received after entries closed (= two weeks before the event). No replacement-event will be organized. In such a case, all those drivers who have placed an entry for the entire season are partly refunded for the specific event (= € 175,-).
7. Double-entries:

It’s possible that two drivers participate with the same car. This means a maximum of two drivers can enter with the same car; but only under the condition that the entry-forms are received together. For organizational reasons such double-entries need a team-name. On the other hand an entry for two cars, meaning one driver with two cars, is not possible. During the event only the respective driver may be in the car. His name and competition-number must be readably placed. If this is not the case, protests against mistakes in the results will be rejected. The stewards may deal separately with the offender.

8. Companions/co-drivers:

It is strictly forbidden to carry other persons during the whole event. During practice other competitors whose entry was accepted and who are duly licensed (incl. insurance) as well as accredited persons (e.g. press or VIP) are excluded from this rule. Violations of this rule may be dealt with by the stewards and in case of an accident with injury suffered by the carried person it’s the driver’s sole responsibility. 

9. License:

All holders of a 2011-competitor’s and driver’s license of the OSK or one of the FIA-Central-Europe-Zone-federations are allowed to enter. Foreign competitors need a valid clearance to start abroad by their federations. All other Austrian and foreign competitors may buy a one-event-license of the OSK incl. personal accident-insurance at the scrutineering of documents. Non-Austrian citizens need a clearance by their respective federations. The one-day-event-form has to be presented at scrutineering of documents duly filled in (Note: A doctor’s clearance on the form is obligatory. For drivers over 50 years of age see the relevant separate regulations!). Drivers, who wish to participate in all DCA-events should buy an OSK-license for the whole year 2011, available only at the OSK-headquarters (discount: € 51,-). All necessary information and forms are available on the OSK-homepage www.osk.or.at. Among others:

10. Vehicles:

In principle all kinds of automobiles are allowed, assuming that it is rear-wheel- or four-wheel-driven (4wd or 4x4). Cars with front-wheel-drive cannot participate. Vehicles need to conform among others to the specifications of the categories „showroom-vehicles“ and „racing-touring-cars“:

„Showroom“-vehicles or „Stock“-cars

These are automobiles as sold in this specification by the manufacturers and are in conformity with the general highway-code. Any modifications of the engine, chassis, wheels, brakes, gearbox, differential, body, interior, etc. which could be interpreted as improvement of competitiveness compared with another car by the same name are not eligible. Limited-slip differentials are allowed as long as they are standard or available (e.g. were available) as an option-variant. It is forbidden to weld the differential (no permanent 100% lock)! The registration-documents and/or the EU-compliance and the actual inspection certificate must be presented at technical scrutineering. Cars not registered and without an actual inspection certificate will be automatically transferred to the category „Race-Touring-Cars“. Nevertheless they must be identified by any kind of document to transfer them into the right class. The noise is limited to the factor shown in the documents (+ 2 db/A tolerance). Only such tires/rims may be used which conform to the standard-dimensions. Relevant proof is the burden of the competitor at scrutineering. Otherwise tires are free with the exception that they must be allowed for highway-use (=„E“-sign). Spikes are forbidden. There is no minimum tread-depth, but extremely worn tires with the casng visible are not eligible for security-reasons. In such case the scrutineer may refuse a vehicle to start. Spare-wheel and tools may be removed. 

Permitted modifications of showroom-cars not considered an improvement of competitiveness:

- Those increasing the driver’s safety (e.g. fire-extinguisher, protection-covers, roll-bar in convertibles, …).

- The fitting of a sport--steering-wheel under the condition that an ABE, TÜV etc. for the respective car is presented.

- acoustic-tuning: the fitting of a muffler to improve sound and look is permitted; a complete sports-exhaust-set is not.

- optical tuning: parts to improve the optic of the car are permitted as long as they conform to the highway-code.

- wheels: under the condition that a valid ABE or respective can be presented a tolerance of +/- 1 J of the widt

   and +/- 10 mm of the pressed depth is permitted.

- Fitting summer- and winter-tires at the same time is allowed, but each axle must be fitted with the same type of tires.

All permitted modifications must be fixed securely. This will be checked at technical scrutineering! Typical motorsports-parts (e.g. strut-supports, roll-cage, motorsports-seats, four- or six-point-belts etc.) are not eligible under any circumstances. It’s at the sole discretion of the scrutineer if a modification amounts to an improvement of competitiveness. 

Race-Touring-Cars:

All vehicles not in conformity with the description of a showroom-vehicle will be considered as „race-touring-cars“. Modifications are free, but must under no circumstances restrict the driver’s safety (see 12, safety). To allow the correct classification of the vehicle it must be identified either by a logbook, registration-papers, homologation-forms, vehicle-pass or similar at scrutineering. Noise-limit is 98 dB/A (+ 2 db/A tolerance). Tires are free with the exception of spikes. There is no minimum tread-depth, but extremely worn tires with the casng visible are not eligible for security-reasons. In such case the scrutineer may refuse a vehicle to start.

4x4-Vehicles:

Vehicles are only considered 4wd if all four wheels are driven permanently. The concept of the transmission and division of power between front- and rear-axle is irrelevant. Drivers of vehicles with non-permanent-4wd must state on the entry-form in which class they intend to compete and stay in this configuration for the whole event. Cars will be devided in showroom-cars and race-touring-cars (description see above).

For all vehicles:

The big competition-numbers issued by the organizers must be fixed on the rear side-window or alternatively on the doors. The small competition-numbers also issued  must be fixed on the wind-screen resp. the rear window in the upper corner outside the windscreen-wiper-area. 

All vehicles must be fitted with a permanent tow-eye at the front and back, marked with a colored arrow. The name of the driver must be written on the rear side-windows in proper size and well readable. Additional weight to outbalance the vehicle is not allowed. All this will be checked at scrutineering.

If a car is found to be unsafe during scrutineering or during the event (e.g. major rust, brittle brake-lines, loss of liquids of all kinds, broken exhaust-pipes, accident-damage, unsafe modifications, etc.), it will be refused or excluded. If cameras are fixed inside the car, the proper fittings will be checked by the scrutineers.

Furthermore all statements by the driver on the vehicle-data-sheet may be checked during scrutineering. Incorrect statements will be documented by the scrutineers and may be punished with exclusion from the event; in case of repeated infringements even with disqualification from the whole DCA and loss of all points already won. The final decision if a vehicle will be accepted resp. in which class it has to compete is the stewards and following the report of the scrutineer.

11. Categories/classes:

The subdivision of categories and classes is in accordance with the kind of transmission and the cubic-capacity.

Category „Showroom-vehicles“:

Class „S1“ = Showroom-vehicles up to 2.500 ccm

Class „S2“ = Showroom-vehicles over 2.500 ccm

Class „S3“ = Showroom-vehicles with 4wd, regardless of cubic-capacity

Category „Race-Touring-Cars“:

Class „R1“ = Race-Touring-Cars up to 2.500 ccm

Class „R2“ = Race-Touring-Cars over 2.500 ccm

Class „R3“ = Race-Touring-Cars with 4wd, regardless of cubic-capacity

At least five competitors per category must participate in the warm-up of day two. In case this number will not be reached, only 50% of the points will be allocated (see 14. championship-classification).

The cubic-capacity for turbo-/supercharged engines are set as follows:

Turbo-petrol-engines: Nominal ccm x 1,7                                                          Turbo-Diesel-engines: Nominal ccm x 1,5

Supercharges-engines and engines with g-charger: Nominal cc x 1,5

Setting of the cubic-capacity for rotary-engines:

The equivalent cubic capacity is equal to the volume determined by the difference between the maximum and minimum capacities of the combustion chamber. Drivers of such vehicles must present proper documentation to the scrutineer.

12. Safety:

a) Vehicle/Driver-equipment:

Helmets:

Competitors are obliged to wear a helmet with valid „ECE 22-05“-sign or OSK-norm during practice and „race“. The helmet must be presented at scrutineering. Furthermore a fire-proof overall is strongly recommended. Otherwise useful, not easily inflammable clothes (made of cotton e.g.) must be worn. Arms and legs must be covered entirely. Closed shoes are obligatory. 

safety-belts/seats/roll-cages:

Use of the standard three-point-safety-belt is obligatory. Non-standard 4/5/6-point safety-belts as well as competition-seats and roll-cages of all kind are only eligible in the race-touring-car-category. Note: If non-FIA-homologated competition-seats with adjustable back-rest (eligible for highway-use) are used, only the standard three-point-belt may be used. In case such seats are used in connection with a FIA-homologated roll-cage 4/5/6-point-belts may be used as well. 
Such belts must or must have been FIA-homologated. Competition-seats without adjustable back-rest may only be used if they are or were FIA-homologated (FIA-norms 8855-1992 or 8555-1998) and 4/5/6-point-belts in accordance with FIA-standards are used. The use of a FIA-homologated roll-cage is also allowed with this combination. 

The following combinations are not allowed: standard-seats with 4/5/6-point-belts resp. competition-seats without adjustable back-rest and standard 3-point-belt. For convertibles/roadsters not fitted with a roll-bar by the manufacturer an exception is agreed upon. These may be fitted with a non-standard-one even in the showroom-classes for safety-reasons as long as this does not result in an increase in competitiveness. 

Proper and safe installation of belts/seats/roll-cages is of special importance!

Windows/Rooftops

The front-row left and right side-windows must remain closed while driving on the drift-track. If there are no windows, a net has to be mounted for safety-reasons. Convertibles/Roadsters must drive with their rooftop closed for safety-reasons, except the vehicle is a race-touring-car with homologated roll-cage and a respective number of nets. Not complying with this rule may be dealt with by the stewards. 

b) general obligations

Behavior during practice-runs resp. during warm-up-laps at competition-legs:

No overtaking under any circumstances! The driver behind another vehicle is responsible for the safety-distance to the car ahead. Slower cars are required however to act with according care and allow faster cars to pass at such parts of the tracks considered safe. This must be accompanied by a clear signal (by hand, indicator etc.). The faster car may only pass/overtake after such a signal was given.
Burn-Outs:

As all DCA-events are held on watered surface no „burn-outs“ are permitted, except in such marked zones if available. Drivers causing damage to the track or equipment of the organizers outside such zones will face sanctions up to be reported to police.

Discipline:

In case a driver doesn’t show up at the pre-start-zone at his fixed time he/she has forfeited his right to participate in the specific leg. In case of lateness there is no right to start anymore. Drivers leaving the circuit during the event without proper authorization by the clerk of the course may be excluded.

All drivers and other members of their teams including mechanics must obey orders by the officials at any time and immediately (also see appendix „Flag-signals“). Furthermore all drivers are reminded of the FIA-Anti-Doping Code (see http://www.fia.com/sport/Regulations/medregs.html). Igniting crackers, rockets and other kind of pyrotechnic material is strictly prohibited and will be dealt with by the stewards. Punishment may go as far as exclusion.

13. Judging of the drifts

The judging consists of the two main criteria, the judging of the drifts by the jury („jury-factor“) and the speed of the drifts („speed-factor“) as well as possible penalties due a violation of the rules in this regulation. All tracks are closed circuits, subdivided in zones: 

- „Drift-Zones“       = In these zones the jury judges the performance.

- „Speed-Zones“   = No judging by the jury, but the lap-time continues running! Driving-style (drift or in line) is free. 

- „No-Drift-Zones“ = No drifting permitted, drive safe, this could also mean in reduced speed. Safety first – otherwise penalties may be imposed.

Beginning/End of these zones are marked by sign-boards at the side of the road (see appendix „signboards“).

“Judging by the jury (= “Jury-factor”)

The judging of the drifts will be done by an expert-jury in position of judges of fact. The members will be named either in the data-sheet of the respective event of in an appendix to the regulations and will be presented at the drivers’-briefing. 
Each drift-zone is judged by one member of the jury. Points are allocated following these criteria: 

1. In the so called drift-zones the whole distance must be covered sideways. This includes all straights, when these are not marked as speed-zones or no-drift-zones. 
2. A drift will only be judged by the jury, if the side-movement is stabilized by a clearly visible countersteering, if it’s continuing and elegant. The jury will be guided the angle of the front wheels with the body. 
3. 4wd-cars who may perform drifts with the front-wheels looking straight, only the side-movement will be judged. 

4. The actual size of drift-angle (e.g. 25 or 35 degrees) will not be judged. It’s only important that the dirft-angle is big enough to be noted by the jury as such. 

5. By changing the direction drifting must re-start as quick as possible. 

During drivers’-brieifing the jury will explain which criteria are most important in each section of the track and how many points are awarded. The summary of the points the members of the jury will award in their sections make up for the overall number of points of the judging by the jury. 

Among others the jury will judge negatively:
· a slide which brings the car to a full or virtual standstill, loss of control, suspension of a drift

· bad resp. unsafe driving-style (e.g. sliding instead of drifting, hectic movements of the steering-wheel, etc.)

· Leaving the track resp. hitting, moving or touching a boundary of the track (e.g. red-white pole, tyre-wall)

· Disregard for no-drift-zones (sanctions: loss of points or penalty, fine, exclusion/disqualification)

( The reasons for loss of points will be documented by the jury in the protocol of the respective leg. 

b) Deduction of points due to non-compliance with the regulations (= „points-penalties“)

In case a driver does not comply with the regulations during the event, the clerk of the course and the steward of the meeting may sanction him by a deduction of points. How many points will be deducted is connected with the severity of the offence and if it was repeated (including several warnings). The sanction can be ordered against a certain leg or against several legs.
This rule is valid during the whole event, meaning during practice as well as the qualifying, the legs and the times spent for waiting! Non-compliance with the regulations is any behaviour against these regulations, against the data-sheet of the respective event, against an appendix to the regulations or against a public notice during the event. It includes careless and unsportsmanlike behaviour and non-compliance with an official’s orders. The penalty will be deducted from the jury-points of the leg to be sanctioned. 

c) Speed (= „speed-factor“):

The jury as a whole will allocate a speed-coefficient (in short „speed-factor“) for each of the four DCA-tracks. Expressed in % it shows which importance the drift-speed will have as a single criteria for the result. The speed-factor will be announced by the jury at the drivers-briefing of each event at the latest. 

Therefore in addition to the judging by the jury the time of each lap will be measured. In case the lap is interrupted by a „no-drift-zone“, the times of the drift-zones will be added to get the time. In case of a timekeeping-breakdown the clerk of the course may order a re-run resp. a change to manual time-keeping. 

d) Time-penalties due to covering parts of the track without drifting (= „time-penalties“):

All parts of the track marked as so called „drift-zones“ (see appendix „signboards“) have to be covered in drift. Drivers who do not drift resp. go in line do have an advantage, falsificating the lap-time and the „speed-points“. To avoid this the jury will impose a penalty of five seconds for each parts of the track not drifted. 

This will only be done however if there is a time-advantage compared with drifting. Slow driving back after an accident or a technical problem as well as driving-errors (e.g. understeering followkng a wrong manouevre or an off) will not be covered by these, if the driver immediately tries to return to drifting again afterwards. Meaning: Time-penalties judged by the jury for sections not drifted influence the results and will be added to the lap-time before the speed-points are allocated. 
Calculation of speed-points:

By applying the speed-factor fixed by the jury, the maximum number of speed-points available for the fastest driver in each leg will be established at first out of the given jury-points.

( Formula for the maximum number of speed-points: jury-points x speed-factor / jury-factor

Following this a virtual result will be established from the lap-times and position of the driver put in relation to the overall number of drivers started. Meaning, the fastest driver of all should also receive 100 % of his maximum possible speed-points. The lower the position in the lap-times-ranking the lower the share a driver will receive of his maximum possible speed-points. 

( Formula for the time-ranking in % = (Number of drivers started – position + 1) x 100 / number of drivers started

Following this both mentioned formulas will be put together to create the final number of speed-points.

( Formula for the final speed-points: max. possible speed-points x share of position in % / 100

d) Overall number of points for a leg:

The above mentioned formulas (a+b+c) will be combined to get the overall results for the points of a competition run (at all calculations the result will be rounded to two numbers right of the comma): 

( jury-points + speed-points – penalties = overall points for the leg

( jury-points (incl. points-penalties) + Speed-points (incl. time-penalties) = Overall points for the leg

f) Competition legs: Qualifying & „Best of 2“-System: 

The competion-legs consist of one warm-up-lap and one judged lap each. The starting-order will be fixed in a qualifying at first. Then two competition-legs will be held in the reverse order of the qualifying-results. It may happen that the starting-position of double-starters (= drivers who share one car) has to be changed manually by the clerk of the course to allow a proper change of drivers.

The sum of the jury-points in the drift-sections and the calculated speed-points minus possible penalties make up the result of the respective leg. Only the better result will be used for the final results. The driver with the highest number of points in one leg will be the winner. In case of an ex aequo the results of the other leg will be considered. 

Drivers who retire before of during leg 2 will feature in the final results if they inform the clerk of the course and the scrutineer without unnecessary delay (see also point 15 „Post-event scrutineering“)

14. Championship-classification

a) Austrian Drift-championship:

In the „DUNLOP Drift Challenge Austria 2011 powered by DOTZ-Wheels“ the Austrian Drift-Champion in the categories „Showroom-Vehicles“ and „Race-Touring-Cars“ will be crowned. For the results of the four events the following points will be allocated in each category:

01. place: 25 points
05. place: 16 points
09. place: 12 points
13. place: 08 points
17. place: 04 points

02. place: 22 points
06. place: 15 points
10. place: 11 points
14. place: 07 points 
18. place: 03 points

03. place: 20 points
07. place: 14 points
11. place: 10 points
15. place: 06 points
19. place: 02 points

04. place: 18 points
08. place: 13 points
12. place: 09 points
16. place: 05 points
20. place: 01 point

Half points will be allocated if there are less than five drivers participating in the warm-up of competition-day. (see points 11 « categories/classes »). 

b) DCA-Trophies:

For each of the classes S1, R1, S3 and R3 a „trophy“ will be awarded. The reason for this is a more interesting competition for those classes who can’t compete for the overall win due to their kind of engine or method of construction. For each class at each event points will be awarded as follows:

01. place: 06 points
02. place: 04 points
03. place: 03 points
04. place: 02 points
05. place: 01 point

c) Additionally for the Austrian Drift Championship and the DCA-Trophies the following rules apply:

In case of equal points at the end of the season the number of wins resp. the better positions decide. In the case of a continuing tie the driver better placed in the final event will be declared champion resp. trophy-winner. The intermediate tables will be published after each event on the homepage www.driftchallange.at. 

15. Post-event scrutineering:

All vehicles may be checked at any time during the event. They may be chosen at random or due to circumstantial evidence. Competitors must assist the scrutineers during such checks. Competitors refusing to cooperate and/or refusing the inspection of their vehicles will be excluded and will lose their points of the day. To make sure that vehicles are not manipulated before post-event-scrutineering all drivers must park their car in the so called „parc fermé“, where they remain until the time to lodge a protest has expired. In case there is no parc fermé or in case a driver cannot participate in the final run (due to a technical problem e.g.) the service-zone is considered the parc fermé. Meaning the cars must not be removed until the time to lodge a protest has expired and ANY working on the car is forbidden. Violators will be excluded automatically. 

16. Advertising:

The organizers reserve the right to order all competitors to fix the following advertising::

Any changes will be announced with the confirmation of entry or implementing regulations. Drivers refusing parts or all of the organizers’ advertising must pay the double entry-fee. 

17. Protests:

Protests are not possible against decisions by judges of fact (e.g. the number of points allocated by the drift-jury) and against the time-keeping. A competitors’-relations-officer may be nominated as an intermediary. He/She will be published by an appendix to the regulations and presented at the drivers’ briefing.

Protests may be launched in accordance with the national sporting-code of the OSK, chapter XII:

- Protests must be launched in written form at headquarters within 30 min. after the last car has finished the last leg.

- Each protest has to be accompanied by the necessary fee of € 250,-.

- Protests have to be detailed; meaning a specific part of the car must be named. Protests against whole cars are not possible.

- In case it is necessary to dismantle parts of the car, a so called dismantling-deposit must be paid.

- In case the protest is rejected the competitor having launched the protest has to shoulder all costs.

- If the protest is justified the stewards will deal with the matter. Protest-fee and dismantling-deposit will be returned to the complainant.

An appeal may be launched against all decisions of the steward(s) in accordance with chapter XIII of the National Sporting Code of the OSK. The appeal-fee is fixed at € 800,-.

18. Prizes/Prize-giving:

In each single event:

The first three of each class are awarded with cups. The winner of the category „Showroom-Vehicles“ and „Race-Touring-Cars“ are awarded with a cup as well as interchanging a set of Dunlop-tires up to 18“ (voucher) resp. a set of DOTZ-light-alloy-wheels (voucher). The best placed female drifter receives a special prize. 

Championship:

The respective drivers with most points in the „DUNLOP Drift Challenge Austria 2011 powered by DOTZ-Tuning-Wheels“ in the categories „Showroom-Vehicles“ and „Race-Touring-Cars“ are awarded the title „Austrian champion“ .

DCA-Trophies:

The best drivers in points of  the “DUNLOP Drift Challenge Austria 2011 powered by DOTZ-Tuning-Wheels” in the classes S1, R1, S3 and R3 will be awarded the title “Winner of the DCA-Trophy, Class”..

19. Service-Zones/Environmental protection:

There will be a service-zone at all DCA-events. Competing vehicles may only be parked there during practice and legs. Only repair-works and the change of tires is permitted in the service-zone, but not any kind of technical modifications, as these could be interpreted as breach of the technical regulations. In case of doubt the scrutineer has to be informed. The scrutineer will decide if the work done is eligible and if the driver may continue to compete in the event. Every driver is personally liable that any kind of repair must be done only with a liquid-proof-mattress under the car. The dimensions of the mattress must be at least as big as the car’s. Torn mattresses have to be replaced accordingly. Any kind of pollution of the ground, regardless of meadow/gravel or tarmac/concrete must be avoided (e.g. by catching liquids in proper containers). Dangerous garbage (e.g. oils or cooling-liquid) may be disposed of by the organizers if asked for (small amounts are free of charge). Any violations will be dealt with the stewards or in serious cases even by the police. Penalties include fines and exclusion from the event.

20. In general:

The organizers keep the right to change these regulations or to publish additional implementing regulations as well as to postpone events or single event-days or cancel it. Force majeure is releasing the organizers from their duties. 

21. Agreement:

With their entry all competitors allow the organizers and the various media to publish moving pictures or pictures of them, their cars and of members of their team as well as in part their personal data.

23. Insurance:

Every competitor is participating on his/her own risk and responsibility. The organizers are refusing any responsibility towards entrants, competitors and third parties for personal injuries or damage of property. Each entrant/driver is solely responsible for his/her own insurance. 

In accordance with the law the organizers have choosen the following insurance:

Third party-liability for personal injury and damage of property together for at least € 10.000.000, - (resp. € 5.000.000, - in accordance with OSK-rules). Within this sum damage of property is insured up to € 20.000,-. The Third-Party-Liability-Insurance of the organizers is valid on the whole track-estate during the whole event. Austrian license-holders are furthermore insured with their license: € 11.000, - in case of death of permanent disability resp. € 13.000, - for rehabilitation. There is also a transport-insurance up to € 7.300,-

24. Exclusion of liability

All competitors understand and know all risks and dangers of motorsports and fully accept them. Should a competitor be injured during an event he/she states with his/her entry, that he/she is accepting any kind of medical help, rescuing, transport into hospital or other useful place. All these measures will be taken by specialized staff to the best of their knowledge and in their estimation of the condition of the competitor. The competitor agrees to pay all costs as long as they are not covered by his license-insurance or any other personal insurance. Competitors or their legal succession including any insurance-company they have taken out additional insurance with will not ask for reimbursement of such costs by OSK, its officials, the organizers or track-owners as well as any other person or society in connection with the event (including all officials and authorities or organizations which have given proper authorization for the event to be held) as well as other entrants and drivers, all together herewith named „parties“. Competitors by entering an event declare that they irrevocably and unconditionally waive all rights, right of appeal, claims, actions and/or law-suits which could be used by them or in their name against the „parties“. This in connection with injuries, loss, damages, costs and/or expenses (including legal costs) the competitors are facing due to an incident or accident during this event. The competitors declare irrevocably and unconditionally with their entry for the event that they will hold the „parties“ free from liabilities and do justice on them. The competitors declare with their entry for the event that they understand the full meaning of this memorandum, that they were not forced or tricked into signing it and waive their right to go to court against the „parties“ due to damages, as far as permitted in Austrian law. At all events the competitors waive for themselves and their legal succession any claims against the „parties“, therefore especially towards the OSK, its officials, the organizers, the race-track-owners resp. towards all authorities and organizations in connection with the proper authorization of the event in question, concerning damages of any kind connected with the typical risks of sports, especially all typical and expectable damages; this also for the case of slight carelessness by the “parties”. 

25. Arbitration-agreement

a)
All disputes between the competitors and the OSK resp. its officials as well as the organizers, as well as between the OSK resp. its officials with the organizers due to cases of damage (damages of persons, property-damage) in connection with this motorsports-event, practice or race must be finally settled by bypassing courts of law at a court of arbitration.

b)
The court of arbitration is consisting of three arbitrators, the chairman and two associate judges. The chairman must be a lawyer or former judge and experienced in cases of liability connected with motorsports. 

c)
Each party will nominate an associate judge within two weeks from announcing its intention to start an arbitration-matter. Will the matter be launched by several suitors or is it directed against more than one accused, the nomination of the associate judge will be done on agreement between the suitors. The associate judges will elect the chairman. Are they are unable to find an agreement on the person of the chairman within two weeks, the chairman must be nominated on application by one of the associate judges in consideration of par. b) by the president of the chamber of lawyers Vienna. But the associate judges may replace the so nominated chairman at any time by one another if they agree on it.

d) If one party does not nominate its associate judge within two weeks after receiving the written demand to do so by the opposite side, or in case several suitors can’t agree on an associate judge within this time-limit, the associate judge will be nominated by the president of the chamber of lawyers Vienna on application of the other party. The same way of proceedings will be followed in case an associate judge retires and the party concerned doesn’t nominate a successor within two weeks.

e) In case one arbitrator does not accept his nomination, refuses to hold court, delays it unreasonably or becomes unable to hold court, the rules to find a successor as written above apply in the general sense. At the same time the concerned arbitrator must be withdrawn. 

f)
The court of arbitration is principally free how to hold court but will be concerned of the subsidiary laws. The court of arbitration will hold court in Vienna. The court of arbitration may also investigate all facts felt necessary to bring light into the case without the need of an application and may also collect proof. 

g) The court of arbitration will decide with simple majority. The reason for the decision must be reasoned in detail. The court of arbitration will also submit the costs-order of the suit as of the legal assistance. The arbitrators will be paid in accordance with the regulations of the Austrian lawyers’ tariff. 

h)
The court of arbitration may also grant injunctions without concerning a court of law as far as the opposite party was given the chance for a statement. Injunctions may also be withdrawn on application if the circumstances have changed substantially.

i)
The disciplinary court of the OSK will not be concerned with the arbitration.
